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From The Minister. . .

Grace and peace to youl!

The weather is warming, and the days are lengthening here in
Minneapolis. Winter has officially ended; spring has officially begun. Still, as
you well know, a few bits of winter may peek into our springtime joy!

Just as winter is transitioning to spring, so this is a time of transition here at
45th and Colfax. As you may have read in my recent letter, | have accepted a
call to serve as the Senior Minister of Little River United Church of Christ in
Annandale, VA (near Washington, D.C.). Our team of moderators (past,
present, and future) is hard at work on the task of finding an interim minister
to attend to pastoral duties here until Lynnhurst calls its next settled pastor.
Because God has brought this wonderful congregation to such a happy place
in its life, | am confident in the future of this church, even as | depart.

Nonetheless, a few odd moments may pop up for you in the otherwise
normal transition of one pastoral season to another. My departure may bring
up memories of Bob Griggs' departure nine years ago, including some
unattended grief. You may be feeling anxious about who the next pastor will
be. You may also be feeling torn about how to celebrate a new call for me,
even as you are feeling sad about my departure.

To those of you feeling such things, let me say this: 7it’s normal. When a
pastoral change happens, a congregation naturally experiences a wide array of
thoughts and feelings. We reflect on the departures that haven't
gone smoothly in our congregation's history (and we've had a few, not just
Bob's). The uncertainty of who the next pastor will be can leave us feeling
concerned about the congregation's future. And frankly, | would be worried if
you weren't feeling conflicted about my departure. If you were all ready to
see me go sooner rather than later, that wouldn't be a good sign :)

Rest assured, 1 am committed to a healthy goodbye with you. | want
to make the most of the time between now and June 1 (my last day as your
pastor). Let us celebrate the good work that the Holy Spirit has done in our
midst these last seven years. Let us speak the truth in love to one another
about the struggles we've had. Let us name the hopes and the fears that such
transitions naturally bring.

As your pastor, | remind you that God's grace is larger than our anxiety. The
light of Christ has guided Lynnhurst for more than 100 years, and | am
confident that same light will guide this congregation in the decades to come!

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LYNNHURST CONGREGATIONAL MEETING ~
FEBRUARY 23, 2014

The meeting was attended by 45 members. After the call to order
by Moderator Christine Wold and opening prayer by Rev.
Lindsey, it was moved and seconded that the minutes of the June
meeting be approved. The motion passed.

Financial Update: Clark Meyer said the church is in good shape :
financially. Income is on target. Of the $22,000 budgeted to be =
used from the Scroggins Fund, $9,000 has been used thus far.
There is $30,000 left in the Fund. The Endowment Fund has over $200,000
and the church has received over $70,000 in recent gifts.

Senior Minister’s Report: Rev. Lindsey said the final draft of his doctoral thesis
will be submitted this week and that he will have his thesis defense on March
31, graduating with a doctorate in preaching in June. He thanked the
congregation for its support during his studies. He said that he and the music
staff have been meeting monthly to plan music for the services and thanked
them for their efforts to improve the worship experience. He said that, as we
head into the stewardship drive, we should thoughtfully consider what we
can give now that the economy is improving.

Church Reorganization and By-Law Changes: Lori Nicol said Goal #4 of the
last church revisioning process involved reorganizing the governing bodies of
the church. An Ad Hoc Church Governance Committee studied the
governance structure and developed a new structure with the Church Council
becoming a smaller Church Leadership Council with eight members: Senior
Minister (non-voting member), Moderator, Assistant Moderator, Past
Moderator and four members elected by the Congregation to serve staggered
3-year terms. The Council will oversee the work of the Church and be
responsible for both stewardship and the annual budget. The other standing
committees of the church will be smaller than they are currently, having 5 to
7 members.

The Governance Committee presented new By-Laws reflecting these changes
in the governance structure. Rob Allen moved that the new by-laws be
approved. Linda Hart seconded the motion. In the discussion following the
motion Liz Mahan suggested that the motion be amended to add the words
“acting as Association” after “Minnesota Conference of the United Church of
Christ” in Articles 1 and VI section 11. This was accepted as a friendly
amendment. Norm LeMay said that in Article VII Section 7 under “Authorities
and Responsibilities” the word Trustees should be changed to Church
Leadership Council. In addition, in Article VI section 10, “Develop annual
budgets....” should be added as a bullet point. This was also accepted as a
friendly amendment. There was discussion about whether or not it was clear
that the Assistant Moderator automatically becomes the Moderator the
following year, or needs to be voted into that office by the congregation.
However, the Moderator is currently voted into office and this is not changed
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A} in the new by-laws. There was also discussion about the need for

| better communication, since the committee chairs will no longer

i be members of a Council. Concerns were also expressed that by

~ shrinking the size of the Council and of the committees we are

B not going to be reaching out and involving newer members. After

8 further discussion, it was moved and seconded to approve the

motion as amended. The congregation voted to approve the
motion to accept the new by-laws.

New Business:

Trustees Report: Bill Egbert reported there have been several problems with
the steam boiler (installed in 1958) and heating system this year and that if we
maintained the existing system it would require considerable repair. In
addition, Enerchange, an organization that does energy audits for non-profits,
examined the system and recommended changing to a new, more energy
efficient, hot-water system. Such a system would not require a boiler license
of the building manager or custodian. Trustees have received 4 bids so far,
with a probable cost ranging from $82,000 to $142,000. Proposals are being
studied and a decision about which to accept will be made within the next
month or two. Trustees plan to use Endowment funds to finance the project.
They are also developing policies for management of the Endowment Fund
and Rob Allen will convene a committee for this purpose.

Stewardship Report: Mike Peterson said the Stewardship process will be
accelerated this year, beginning on March 23 and ending in mid-April. The
theme of the drive will be “Surprising Gifts” and some UCC materials on
stewardship will be used. The drive will finish early enough that the budget
can be adjusted, depending on the results of the drive, before requesting
approval by the congregation.

Other New Business: Moderator Wold expressed gratitude for all the work
done by the Governance Committee.

After a closing prayer by Rev. Lindsey, the meeting adjourned.

We are reading The Paris Wife by Paula
Mclain. (“History is sadly neglectful of the supporting players
in the lives of great artists. Fortunately, fiction provides ample
opportunity to bring these often fascinating personalities out into the
limelight. Paula Mclain brings Hadley Richardson Hemingway out from the
formidable shadow cast by her famous husband. Though doomed, the
Hemingway marriage had its giddy high points, including a whirlwind
courtship and a few fast and furious years of the expatriate lifestyle in 1920s
Paris. Hadley and Ernest traveled in heady company during this gin-soaked
and jazz-infused time, and readers are treated to intimate glimpses of many of
the literary giants of the era, including Gertrude Stein, Ezra Pound, James
Joyce, and F. Scott Fitzgerald. But the real star of the story is Hadley, as this
time around, Ernest is firmly relegated to the background as he almost never
was during their years together. Though eventually a woman scorned, Hadley
is able to acknowledge without rancor or bitterness that ‘Hem had helped me
to see what | really was and what | could do. Much more than a woman-
behind-the-man homage, this beautifully crafted tale is an unsentimental
tribute to a woman who acted with grace and strength as her marriage
crumbled.” ~Margaret Flanagan).

FAITH EXPLORATION

Faith Exploration will meet in the sewing room at 9 a.m. on
Saturday, April 26. We will be discussing two chapters from a book
by N.T. Wright, Surprised by Hope. They are available in the back %
of the sanctuary. \X/rlght is the former Bishop of Durham in the i
Church of England. He is very much a traditionalist and argues against both
very liberal and very conservative interpretations of the Bible. Appropriately
for Easter, these chapters argue for the physical reality of Jesus's resurrection
and describe what that astonishing fact meant to both Jews and Gentiles of
the first century. Wright has little time for the suggestion that these people
were superstitious believers in ghosts, while we modern people are much
more scientific, less credulous, and don't need to take these stories
factually. He drily observes that we didn't need Galileo and Einstein to tell us
that the dead don't come back. There were ghost stories then, just as there
are now; but there was never anything quite like what the gospels describe as
happening after Jesus's death. We need to take those stories very seriously,
not simply dismiss them implausible. As usual, along with discussion and
coffee, a wonderful potluck breakfast will be shared.
