From The Minister . . .  

 

Grace and peace to you!  

 

In just a few weeks, we will be worshipping at Lake Harriet. On Sunday, 

August 18, I encourage you to come on over to the Bandshell at 10 a.m. We 

will have an array of folks leading worship: the Adult Choir, folk musicians, 

and more. I will be preaching that morning, and I hope to see you there!  

  

Sundays at the Bandshell are a fascinating experiment in ecumenism (i.e., 

working across denominations). All summer long, churches from Southwest 

Minneapolis worship at the lake. This project happens across a variety of 

denominations. To plan the services, I get together with a variety of pastors 

and lay leaders from Protestant, Catholic, and interfaith churches. The 

biannual lunch meetings we have at Bethlehem Lutheran are a fascinating 

study in how to work together, instead of working at odds with each other.  

  

One of the joys for me has been getting to know colleagues in other traditions 

beyond the UCC. Take Tyler Christiansen. Tyler is the pastor at Lake Harriet 

United Methodist Church in Linden Hills. He and I are about the same age, 

and we serve churches that are very close to each other. Still, because we are 

in different denominations, we only ran into each other at the Bandshell 

meetings. Through these meetings, we struck up a friendship, getting together 

for lunch from time to time. At one of those meetings, Tyler mentioned he 

was thinking about a doctoral program in preaching. I told him I was thinking 

about the same thing. Turns out it was the same program. Now, some three 

years later, Tyler and I are poised to graduate in May of 2014, having studied 

in the same Doctor of Ministry cohort with colleagues from across the country 

and around the world. I might not have applied to the program without 

Tyler's encouragement, and I wouldn't have met Tyler if it wasn't for the 

Bandshell. 

  

What places in your life have allowed you to meet people you might not 

otherwise know? I encourage you to celebrate them! If you can't think of any, 

then I encourage you to go some place new this month ñ some place you've 

always thought would be good to see or explore. You never know who you 

might meet along the way!

DROWNING DOESNõT LOOK LIKE DROWNING! 

Many people head to the lake or pool on a warm summer 

day. Not everyone is a good swimmer. If you are a parent, 

grandparent, babysitter, or just near a swimming area, get 

informed about recognizing someone in trouble in the 

water. The Star Tribune ran an excellent article from Slate 

Magazine called "Drowning Doesn't Look Like 

Drowning"  by Mario Vittone. There is very little splashing, 

no waving, no calls for help of any kind. It is very 

undramatic, but it is  the #2 cause of death for children 

under age 15. Children playing in the water make noise. If 

they are quiet, ask them, "Are you all right?" If they don't 

answer you may have less than 30 seconds to get to them. 

To read the whole, very informative article on how to recognize drowning, go 

online and simply Google "Drowning Doesn't Look Like Drowning". (Both the Star 

Tribune and Slate no longer have an available link.) Articles/illustration are

The city of Minneapolis began reconstructing West 46
th

continue for approximately two to three months. The paving 

project will include removal and replacement of the pavement, 

curb and gutter, and driveway aprons and will be completed 

under a total closure. Through access at Bryant will be maintained as much as 

possible. Aldrich and Colfax Avenues will be closed. Bryant Ave will be 

maintained as much as possible and may have ramps for pavement transitions.
