


A WORD FROM LYNNHURST MEMBERS
OPPOSING THE “MARRIAGE AMENDMENT”

Churches or other houses of worship may express opinions and advocate
for positions relating to either of the proposed amendments to the
Minnesota Constitution because they are non-partisan, and involve issues
of policy rather than specific candidates. Over 10 years ago, our
congregation voted to become Open and Affirming (O&A), hence
adopting a policy of accepting and embracing everyone, and specifically
recognizing loving relationships regardless of sexual orientation.

As expected, a showing of misleading media ads for the marriage
amendment has begun. As members of an Open and Affirming (O&A)
congregation, we felt it was really important for us to get out the word
about these intentionally misleading ads. For example, John Helmsberger,
Chair of Minnesota for Marriage (the main group advocating vote "yes")
claims that " . . . when marriage is redefined, the lifestyle is not simply one
of 'live and let live." Instead, an entire institution is upended, leaving no
room under the law or in civil discourse for those who disagree with this
new genderless definition of marriage . . .” This is just not true.

First, defeating the proposed amendment will NOT legalize same sex
marriage in Minnesota, because there is already a Minnesota statute
defining marriage as between one man and one woman. Instead, passage
of the amendment would essentially enshrine the proponents' religious
views in the constitution, choosing their religious views (over ours) to be
recognized under state law and perpetuating this definition's
discrimination against loving same sex couples and their families. Voting
"no" simply prevents this restrictive definition of marriage (and the
resultant hurtful discrimination against loving gay couples and their
families) from being enshrined in our state constitution. Proponents of this
amendment have never been able to explain how allowing loving couples
(regardless of gender) to marry threatens or harms "traditional" marriages.
The government should not regulate marriage based on race (remember
"anti-miscegenation laws?) or sexual orientation.

Contrary to another of the amendment proponents' claims, defeat of the
amendment would not authorize litigation against churches for refusing to
perform marriage ceremonies for same sex couples. Rather passage of the
amendment will limit O&A churches from exercising their religion by
prohibiting validity of same-sex marriages in Minnesota. We are voting
“no” to protect our state constitution from embedding a restrictive
definition of marriage and infringing our religious freedom. If you have
questions or would like more information, you may contact DAVID
LINDSEY, JEAN or JOHN SUTTON, MARY KAY WILLERT or PAUL
OLSON.
